This has reference to your application cited (i) above submitted to the State level
Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Government of Puducherry seeking
Environmental Clearance under the Environment Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 and
its subsequent amendments. The proposal has been appraised by the State Level Expert
Appraisal Committee (SEAC) in its various meetings including the 16" meeting held on
03.11.2014 and 04.11.2014 and site inspection made on 31.01.2013 as per the prescribed
procedure in the light of provisions under the EIA Notification, 2006 on the basis of the

mandatory documents enclosed with the application viz,. Form-I, Form-IA, Conceptual Plans

and the additional clarifications furnished by the proponent. V./V@)

[t is noted that the project proposal involves additional constructions to the existing
buildings of Sri Manakula Vinayagar Educational Trust in the premises of Sri Manakula
Vinayagar Medical College and Hospital and other educational institutions at Survey No.
R.S. Nos. 154,155,156,157,158,159,160 and 161, Kalitheerthalkuppam Village, Mannadipet
Commune Panchayat, Puducherry furnished by the proponent as per the application dated
12.09.2012 vide reference cited (i) above. The area of the plot is 41 acres and the total built

Water requirement of the project is 925 KL D which will be met from the existing one
bore well and treated waste water from STP for non contact uses like toilet flushing,
gardening etc. It has been proposed to provide Sewage Treatment Plant of capacity 1000
KLD for collection and treatment of sewage. The treated sewage will be used for gardening
irrigation, vehicle washing, landscaping and other possible purposes. Biomedical waste
generation has been projected as 150 kgs. The power requirement for the project 1s 12000
KVA with backup power of 1 no. of 725 KVA and 1 no. of 500 KVA DG Sets. The total cost

of the project is 15 Crores.

The project activity is covered under 8(a) of the Schedule of the EIA Notification and
is of ‘B2’ category. The SEAC after due consideration of the relevant documents submitted
by the project proponent and additional clarifications furnished in response 1o its observation
has recommended to the SEIAA, UT of Puducherry to grant Environmental Clearance to this
project.

The proposal was placed before the SEIAA in its 13™ Meeting held on 15.12.2014.
Based on the recommendations of SEAC, the SEIAA hereby accords Environmental
Clearance to the above project under the provisions of EIA Notification dated 14™ September
2006 and subsequent amendments subject to the following strict compliance of the following

Specific and General conditions

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS

Condition for Pre-Construction phase

1. The built up area, landscape and vacant space land left out shall be as per the layout design
furnished.

2. The green materials and green energy provisions as per Indian Green Building Council
shall be designed and implemented.

3. The potable and non-potable use of water, STP capacity (1000 KI.D) shall be as per the
design furnished.

4. Provision for separate treatment of Laundry wastewater (30 KLD) and medical lab
(10 KLD) spent wash/toxic waste shall be designed and provided.

5. Biomedical waste shall comply to the norms with centralized facility treatment and
disposal.
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I:nvironmental Clearance issued in respect of M/s Sri Manakula Vinayapar Medical College and Hospital

6. Approval for clearance of additional ground water quantity, DG set provision, Fire fighting
shall be obtained.

7. Storm water design shall be designed and implemented according to norms.
8. Landscape and green belt design shall be provided with indigenous species.

9. The installation of the sewage treatment plant (STP) shall be certified by an independent
expert and a report in this regard shall be sent to the State Level Environment Impact
Assessment Authority before the project is commissioned for operation. Discharge of treated
sewage shall conform to the norms and standards prescribed by the Puducherry Pollution
Control Committee. The treated waste water (600 KLD) shall be used for gardening /
irrigation within the premises. The treated waste water shall also be used for dual flushing
and other non contact uses (200 KLLD).

10. For disinfection of waste-water, system using ultra violet radiation shall be adopted.
11. Specific plan for disposal of treated sewage during monsoon shall be adopted.

12. Rain water harvesting for roof and surface run-off, as per plan submitted should be
implemented. Before recharging the surface run off, pre-treatment with screens, settlers etc.
must be done to remove suspended matter, oil and grease.

13. The water requirement (925 KLD) shall be met with the approval of the competent
authority. The ground water wells shall be properly monitored to ensure the degree of
contamination if any during utilization of water.

14. The solid waste generated shall be properly collected, segregated and composted within
the premises with respect to organic waste.

15. The STP sludge shall be composted along with other biodegradable solid waste and used
as manure.

16. The Plastic wastes shall be segregated and disposed through recyclers.

17. The acoustic enclosures shall be installed at all noise generating equipments such as DG
sets, air conditioning systems, etc. and the noise level shall be maintained as per
MoEF/CPCB/PPCC guidelines/norms both during day and night time.

18. The project proponent shall advertise in at least two local newspapers widely circulated in
the region, one of which shall be in the vernacular language informing the public that

Condition for construction phase

1. NOC from the Fire Department shall be obtained In two stages before construction and
occupation of the building.

2. NOC from State Disaster Management Authority i.e., Department of Revenue and Disaster
Management shall be obtained.

4. Incremental pollution loads on the ambient air quality, noise and water quality shall be
periodically monitored after commissioning of the project.

6. A report on the €nergy conservation measures conforming to energy conservation norms
prescribed by the Bureau of Energy Efficiency shall be prepared incorporating details about
building materials & technology; R & U factors ete and submitted to the State Ievel
Environment Impact Assessment Authority in three month’s time.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

Condition for Post construction/Operation phase

1. It is mandatory for the Project proponent to furnish 1o the State Level Environment Impact
Assessment Authority, Half yearly compliance report in Hard and Soft copies on 1st June and
Ist December of each calendar year in respect of the conditions stipulated in the prior
Environmental Clearance.

2. The State Level Environment Impact Assessment Authority reserves the right to add
additional safeguard measures subsequently, if found necessary and to take action including

revoking of the Environmenta) Clearance under the provisions of the Environment
DIRECTOR [W-S(SE1A)
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Environmental Clearance issued in respect of M/s Sri Manakula Vinayagar Medical College and Hospital

(Protection) Act,1986, to ensure effective implementation of the suggested safeguard
measures in a time bound and satisfactory manner.

3. All other statutory clearances such as the approvals for storage of diesel from Chief
Controller of Explosives, Fire and Rescue Services Department, Civil Aviation Department,
Forest Conservation Act, 1980 and Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972, State / Central Ground
Water Authority, other statutory and other authorities as applicable to the project shall be
obtained by project proponent from the competent authorities.

Condition for entire life of the project

1. Post project liability of the development, operation and maintenance of the following viz.,
Sewage Treatment Plant, Solid Waste Management, Rain Water Harvesting, Green Belt and
Fire Safety measures are the sole responsibility of the project proponent.

2. All the stipulations stated under Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, the
Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act.1981 the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986,
the Public Liability (Insurance) Act,1991 and EIA Notification, 2006 would be enforced.

3. This Environmental Clearance is valid for five years from the date of issue.

4. The project proponent shall also submit six monthly reports on the status of compliance of
the stipulated EC conditions including results of monitored data (both in hard copies as well
as by e-mail) 1o the Regional Office of MoEF, Bengaluru, the Zonal Office of CPCB,
Bengaluru and the PPCC. This shall also be put on the website of the Trust by the proponent.

5. The Environmental Statement for each financial year ending 31st March in Form-V as is
mandated has to be submitted by the project proponent to the Puducherry Pollution Control
Board as prescribed under the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, as amended
subsequently and shall also be put on the website of the Trust along with the status of
compliance of EC conditions and shall also be sent to the Regional Office of MoLEF,
Bengaluru by e-mail.

6. A copy of the clearance letter shall be sent by the proponent to the Commissioner,
Mannadipet Commune Panchayat. The clearance letter shall also be put on the website of the
Institution by the proponent.

7. Provision shall be made for a new pond for collecting rain water.
8. Organic gardening to be established using treated wastewater and composted solid waste.
9. Utilization of reverse osmosis reject is to be practiced for flushing in sanitary system.

10. Use of plastics shall be avoided and biodegradable materials may be used within the

1. Details on reuse of treated sewage and sludge are to be furnished in the half-yearly
reports of each calendar year.

12. Plant species as suggested by the Committee shall be planted in the campus.

13. The proponent shall upload the status of compliance of the stipulated EC conditions,
including results of monitored data on their website and shall update the same periodically.
It shall simultaneously be sent to the Regional Office of MoFF, Bengaluru, the respective
Zonal Office of CPCB, Bengaluru and the PPCC. The criteria pollutant levels namely; SPM,
RSPM, SO,, NOx (ambient levels as well as stack emissions) or critical sectoral parameters,
indicated for the project shall be monitored and displayed at a convenient location near the
main gate of the Institution in the public domain.

14. The proponent shall strictly adhere to the Environment Sustainability and Corporate
Social Responsibility (CSR) related guidelines of the OM No. J-11013/25/2014-1A.1 dated
11.08.2014 by the Ministry of Environment and Forests, Government of India with respect to
the Companies Act, 2013 and the Companies (Corporate Social Responsibility Policy) Rules,
2014.

I5. The applicant shall remit one time processing fee to be prescribed by the SEIAA in
course of time towards the EC processing fee for the proposal which will be intimated later.

16. Any appeal against this Environmental Clearance shall lie with the Hon’ble National
Green Tribunai, if preferred, within a period of 30 days as prescribed under Section 16 of the

National Green Tribunal Act, 2010,
